Modalities of Utilization of Funds

i. The CSR budget will be fixed in accordance with the provisions of the relevant Act and Rules and will not be less than 2% of the average net
profits of the company computed as per the provisions of Section 198 of the Act during the three immediately preceding financial years.
ii. The CSR budget will be spent on CSR activities aligned to Schedule VII of the Act which will be approved by the Board on the recommendation

of the CSR Committee.

ii. Funds will be disbursed phase/tranche wise depending on the nature of the project and the Implementation Schedule

i. All the CSR projects will be implemented as per the scheduled timeline as per agreements with partner organizations.

ii. Duration for CSR projects/initiatives will be of maximum one year which will be annually renewed on the basis of the project performance. All
CSR projects shall be other than ongoing projects.

Monitoring and Reporting Mechanism
i. The Monitoring of projects to differ basis the nature of the project and be undertaken through field visits, calls and reporting.
ii. Quarterly and Annual Reports will be collected per the agreed timeline for each project. Invoices, receipts and Fund Utilization Certificate etc.

will also be kept in record.




Details of Need and Impact Assessment, if any, for the projects undertaken by the company

In case the Company has an average CSR obligation of 10 Crore or more in the three immediately preceding financial years, it shall carry out
impact assessment of all projects having an outlay of 1 crore or more.
